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We know God, because God has made
himself known.

Man can know the revealed God; this confirms that God exists.
Do you know the God who has made himself known?

The infinite God has taken the initiative to manifest Himself to
humanity, we will call this "REVELATION."

God's Revelation:

1.General Revelation: God communicating to all people at all
times, in all places.

"By seeing the perfection of creation we can know a perfect
God, who is reflected in his creation." Thomas Aquinas

In Nature (His creation). Psalm 19:1

In History. (Israel) Job 12:32

In the same Man.

In the moral impulse of man. (sense of duty)

In the Religious Nature of Man:

"The foundation of religion is in the intuition of the infinite
within the finite" - Friedrich Shleiermacher.

Particular Revelation: God communicating Himself to
particular people at specific times.

God Himself allowed these people at definite times in human
history to enter into a redemptive relationship with Him.

The goal is not only to increase our knowledge of Him, but it is
meant to bring us into a personal relationship with Him.

This particular revelation is:

e Personal: Exodus 3:14

¢ Relational: God makes covenants with individuals (Adam,
Noah, Abraham, David) and with nations.

e Remedial: It remedies man's distance from God.

e Understandable to man: God revealed Himself in forms,
ideas, and concepts that we could understand and relate
to. A revelation in human language, thought, and actions.

How did this special revelation come to us?

Within the plan of communication and approach of a loving
God it was required that this truth could be available to all
human beings, hence it is in His wisdom that the Bible (Old
Testament and New Testament) was conceived, the book that
compiled God's communication:

In Historical events.

God chooses a man "Abraham" and from him gives birth to a
nation, the people of Israel, with a historical journey and a
particular purpose: "To reveal God to the world".

God demonstrates who He is through His actions and His
communication in His relationship with Abraham and with the
nation He begat (the people of Israel).

In the Divine discourse.

God not only reveals Himself by His actions but also speaks to
people, revealing who He is, His plan, and His will.

The God who wants to reveal himself takes an even clearer
step, God reveals himself to man by becoming man.

Jesus' life is the culmination of God's revelation, because He is
God.

Jesus in his teaching, actions, attitudes and affections, reveals
tous who God is.

The culmination of God's revelation is found in the life of
Jesus. His miracles, teachings, death, and resurrection; that
is, the story of redemption, is the surest way to know God.

The Word of God: (Scripture or Bible)

The origin of Scripture:
It is inspired by God.

Specific revelation is God's communication to specific people
at definite times.

Inspiration is related to transmitting that truth from the first
recipients to other people, with the influence of the Holy Spirit.

The Bible is then the compilation of books that— inspired by
the Holy Spirit—communicate God's revelation.

The usefulness of Scripture:

Useful for teaching what is true.

Useful to make us see what is wrong in our lives.
Useful for correcting when we are wrong.
Useful in teaching us to do the right thing.

The Purpose of Scripture:
To know God.

May the man of God be enabled for every good work.

How much are we feeding our spirit through daily Bible

reading?

How can we better disciple those in our household in the habit

of Bible reading? What could we implement for this?
