· The Blessing that God gives is for multiplication. 

So, God created human beings[c] in His own image. In the image of God, He created them; male and female He created them. Then God blessed them with the words: "Be fruitful and multiply. Fill the earth and rule over it. Reign over the fish of the sea, the birds of the air, and all the animals that run on the ground."
Genesis 1:27-28

· Everyone wants to be able to multiply. The problem is that they look for wrong strategies, from the world, not wise, not patient, withholding instead of giving. 

The multiplication of the flour of the Widow of Zarephath: (1 Kings 17:8-16)

For thus says the LORD, the God of Israel: "The flour in the jar shall not run out, nor shall the oil in the jar run out, until the day when the LORD sends rain upon the earth." 1 Kings 17:14

Two financial systems: 
· World System: 
	-It seeks to multiply but without respecting principles. 
	-Sacrifice the eternal for the temporal. 

· Kingdom System:
	-Where we remember that we are administrators, not owners.

Do not think of thinking: This wealth is the fruit of my power and the strength of my hands, Remember the Lord your God, for it is he who gives you the power to produce that wealth; thus, he has confirmed today the covenant that he made under oath with your ancestors. Deuteronomy 8:17-18

	-The work is dignified and expected. 
	-We work in an uncertain but planned environment.
	-It is a system accompanied by Wisdom.
	-It is a system with promises.
